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SNOW WAY OUT PROGRAM

Help others, get some exercise and help keep our community safe!

Launched for the 2011-2012 winter season, the Snow Way Out program links up volunteers with residents who have difficulties clearing snow and ice from their sidewalks, stairs and driveways.

City ordinance requires all residential and commercial property owners to clear the public sidewalks of ice and snow within 10 hours after the storm ends. Snow removal services kick in after 3 inches have fallen. 

Snow Way Out recognizes that some residents – such as elderly and disabled people – have difficulties meeting this requirement and clearing snow and ice from other areas of their property.

The program will help to ensure that both public sidewalks and private paths, stairs and driveways are clear and safe for use this winter, while also encouraging our residents to be neighborly and lend a hand to those who need help.

Volunteers 
All volunteers will receive a City of Allentown Snow Way Out identification card.

Proper shoveling techniques and preventative back exercises will be 
demonstrated at a volunteer orientation session.

Snow Way Out volunteers must:
· provide their own shovel
· be at least 12 years old 
· complete the City’s volunteer application process, 
which includes a background check
· be in adequate physical shape to shovel snow regularly
· be able to communicate with members of the public
